Though Hindi became the official language of India in 1949, Hindi Diwas celebrations started only in 1953.
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru was the first Prime Minister to adopt and celebrate Hindi Diwas.

One of the main reasons to commemorate Hindi Diwas was to ensure the spread and promotion of the
Hindi language. Additionally, 14 September is also the birth anniversary of Rajendra Simha who was one of the
most prominent champions of advocating the status of official language to Hindi.

Several events are conducted, especially in schools and colleges on this day. Besides, accolades and awards
are given to distinguished literary artists and linguists on Hindi Diwas.

Around 600 million people speak Hindi across the world. However, the influence of English was and
continues to spread, dangering the growth and preservation of Hindi. Keeping this in mind, governments of the
past deemed it necessary to observe and celebrate Hindi Diwas. With various events and programs, this day
marks the significance of the language that Mahatma Gandhi called the ‘language of masses.” The day is a
reminder of integration and preservation of the language. It celebrates the cultural richness and literary
heritage of Hindi and honors its status in the country.

Moreover, Hindi Diwas also highlights the linguistic diversity of India.

3. The development journey of the Hindi language./R& s #r T amn

If we talk about the development journey of the Hindi language as a language, it is a long and continuous
process. In the development of any language, the society and culture where it is spoken play a crucial role. The
development of the Hindi language has also been greatly influenced by society and culture, especially by the
northern Indian states. Sanskrit has been the ancient language of India, and the development of Hindi occurred
through various stages in different periods of Sanskrit, with the separation of different forms leading to the
development of Hindi.

From the Sanskrit language came Pali, from Pali came Prakrit, from Prakrit came Apabhramsha, from
Apabhramsha came Avahatt, from Avahatt came Old Hindi, and from Old Hindi, Modern Hindi developed, which
we speak today. However, there is some debate about whether Hindi developed from Apabhramsha or Old
Hindi. But contemporary linguists believe that it developed from Apabhramsha.

If we talk about the timeline of the development of the Hindi language, it has evolved in three phases—The
first phase, from 1100 AD to 1350 AD, is considered the period of Old Hindi. The second phase, from 1350 AD
to 1850 AD, is known as the Medieval period. During this time, a significant amount of literature was created
in the Hindi dialects, Awadhi and Braj. The third phase is considered from 1850 AD to the present day and is
referred to as the Modern period. In this phase, the form of the Hindi language has changed rapidly.

In fact, during this period, Hindi became the language of the masses. This was the time when the struggle
for independence was being fought, and during this period, the popularity of Hindi as a spoken language
increased significantly. It was due to the influence of the Hindi language that not only leaders from North India
but also those from South India strongly advocated for Hindi to be recognized as the national language.
However, even today, Hindi has not been officially given the status of a national language.

4. Facts about Hindi

Hindi is derived from the Persian word Hind which means the ‘Land of Indus River. Persian Turks invaded
the northern regions of the subcontinent and in the 11th century named Hindi as the language of the land.
Hindi has several dialects. However, all dialects use the Devanagari script. South Indian languages use the
Dravidian script.

Hindi is the official language of Fiji. It is also a regional language of Suriname, Mauritius, Guyana, Trinidad &
Tobago, Nepal.

Hindi is considered the most spoken language in the world after English, Mandarin Chinese and Spanish.
Bihar was the first Indian state to adopt Hindi as the official language by replacing it with Urdu.

The first published Hindi book is Prem Sagar written by Lallu Lal in 1805.

World Hindi Day is celebrated on 10th January all over the world.
Hindi is an important language of India and is spoken by more than 40% of its population. Several important
literary works are also written in Hindi, making it an integral part of the culture and social structure of the
country. Hindi Diwas is thus an attempt to value the language and ensure that it does not lose its significance
over western influences.
